Although antiquing is at the heart of this tour, we'll also
have delightful lunches and a fun floral activity planned amidst
our antiquing adventures. 



Itinerary

The first four days will start with a stop at a flea market or
antique fair, followed by a sit-down lunch. Afternoons will be
filled with more antiquing, a floral workshop, and visits to
Sandra's favorite artisanal shops! On the last day, Sandra will
take you on a walking tour of her favorite Parisian
neighborhood:  Saint-Germain des Pré!

Your evenings will be free to explore Paris independtly, except
for the welcome dinner on the first night and the farewell
dinner on the last night.

Your host Sandra Sigman is the founder of Les Fleurs and author of
French Blooms. Sandra moved to France in her early 20s working as a
professional ice skater, and immediately fell in love with Paris: the
flower shops bursting at the seams with fresh blooms, the smell of
fresh croissants, and the architectural beauty of the ever busy streets.
During the day, you could find her tucked into her favorite flower
shop helping the fleuristes (floral designers). 

After moving back to the U.S., she brought a piece of Paris home
with her and founded Les Fleurs. Over thirty years later, her little
French flower shop has blossomed into a thriving floral, home, and
garden concept store with curated antiques, botanicals, and French
products.

During this tour, Sandra will share her floral arranging expertise and
antique sourcing knowledge with the attendees. She will be
accompanied by her French Fleurette Félicie, who will serve as a
translator and assist the group with purchasing antiques and
shipping them back to the U.S. 



Arrival & Departure

ARRIVAL
The tour officially starts the morning of Friday, September 27, 2024.
We recommend arriving 1-2 days before the tour starts to get settled
into your hotel and beat jet lag. 

DEPARTURE
The tour officially ends on the evening of Tuesday, October 1, 2024.
We recommend booking your return flight the next day if you are
returning home straight after our tour. 

INSURANCE
Please keep in mind when booking flights that Les Fleurs does
not offer any travel insurance. We highly recommend you purchase
travel insurance.

FAQs
Will there be a lot of people attending?
Will I get much 1:1 time with the Les Fleurs team?
The group will be small, 10 or less - so Sandra & Félicie
will have plenty of opportunity to dedicate time to each
attendee, and we will all have a chance to  get to know
each other better!

How much time will be dedicated to antiquing?
Antiquing is planned to last all morning, followed by a
leisurely lunch. Your afternoons will have more
antiquing, floral workshops, and dinners! Aside from
the welcome dinner and farewell dinner, your evening
will be free to roam the city. We also saved an
afternoon on the last day for packing antiques in your
suitcase or the container! A full itinerary will be shared
one month before the trip. 

Are refunds available? 
As we are committed to activities, transportation &
more, we will not be able to offer refunds. However, if
you can no longer attend the tour for any unforeseen
reason, you can transfer your booking to a future tour.
The cost of future tours are subject to change.

Does the fee cover everything?
The tour fee covers all lunches, transportation to and
from antique fairs, a floral workshop, and two dinners.
The hotel, flights, cost of the antiques you will
purchase, two dinners, breakfasts, and container
shipping fee are not included in the tour price. 

What if I have dietary requirements?
Once you are booked for the tour, the Les Fleurs team
will regularly communicate with you prior to the trip. A
form will be sent for you to fill out with any dietary
requirements. 

What should I wear & where should I stay?
Once you are confirmed for the tour, you will receive a
welcome document with hotel recommendations and
all details you'll need to pack for this trip. We highly
recommend the Hotel Bel Ami as this will be where
pickups and drop-offs will be coordinated.
